DURATION & SCHEDULE
There are 3 CCNA modules of around 60 hours each as follows:
1. CCNA: Introduction to Networks (ITN)

3. CCNA: Enterprise Networking, Security, and Automation (ENSA)
Each module spans over a period of 2 months offered on a parttime basis.

The course will be delivered in a blended mode three times per week (tentative schedule - at UoM on
weekdays from 16:30 to 18:30, on Saturdays from 12:00 to 14:00 and online from 20:00to 22:30).
